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Introduction: The family is not only the basic unit of society, but it is an important place for a person’s physical and mental 
development. Family Function is what the family as a unit do it, that contains interact and manipulate the environment to solve 
problems. Family function is one of the most important indicators of quality of life and mental health of family members. Family 
has known as a vital element in the success of cochlear implantation.

Method: A search of 4 databases covering English and Iranian language publications since 2004-2015 was undertaken which 
identified 15 papers.

Results: The quality of mother-child interactions, framework of mother, speech, speaking in home environment, support of child, 
Family structure, education, social and economic status of families have an impact the outcome of cochlear implant surgery.

Conclusion: Family function directly affects the outcome of cochlear implant, with knowledge and improve family functioning 
after cochlear implant surgery can be achieved better results after surgery.
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
